	Organizing = More Peace
Have you ever felt out of control in your own home?  Let’s face it, who hasn’t, we all have.  Just some minor changes in schedule and routine can help to bring more peace to your life.  Something as simple as organizing a family schedule can help you to do this. A little bit of scheduling can bring routine to your house and peace to your life.
Pick a time when all of your family can be together, maybe at dinner or early evening or maybe it needs to be on the weekend.  Whatever time works for all of your family members.  Schedule a family meeting.  I know this may sound terribly corny, and if the name “family meeting” bothers you, don’t label it.  Just have a time set in your mind when everyone will be together to discuss the importance of the entire family being on the same page, literally.

What this means is having a central location where you will keep the family members’ entire schedule.  One main calendar that is in a prominent location that will contain all of the appointments, game and practice schedules, homework due dates, party times, you name it.  Everyone’s schedule will be on this master calendar.

To make it easier and clearer to read, have each family member assigned a color (Mary – blue, Joe – orange, Sue – green, Mom – Violet, Dad – red).  Each person can place their events on the calendar in their color.  (Of course, Mom or Dad can put on the events that pertain to the little ones and events that encompass the entire family.)  This will make it easy and quick to see who is available when and when too much is going on.
You can take this scheduling one step further and include routines.  Routines don’t need to be placed on the calendar, but should definitely be in place and should become second-nature.  Some routines that your family can use and agree to could be:

1. Bedtime Routine – time, place, who is doing the tucking in, story time, etc.

2. Homework Routine – consistent location, time and quiet

3. Clean-up Routine – 10 minutes before bed or 10 minutes after dinner, everyone helps out to get the house back in order and everything in its place.

By having your family schedule and routines in place, your family will run more smoothly.  This will reduce the stress levels in your house and allow for a more peaceful daily life.  Less tears, rushing and yelling in the morning while getting ready for work and school will lead to a happier day for everyone.
